Your sponsors are pleased to once again host “PRESCRIBED FIRE FOR WILDLIFE” March 23-26, 2020 at the
Everglades Youth Conservation Camp located in West Palm Beach, Florida. Attendees are encouraged to
register and stay onsite with meals and ‘dormitory style’ lodging provided. This training is designed to
provide land managers and wildlife stewards with basic information on wildlife habitat management
opportunities associated with prescribed fires in Florida. It includes sections addressing how ignition plans can
be developed and implemented to meet specific wildlife objectives while minimizing risk. Classroom activities
will be held at the Everglades Youth Conservation Camp, 12100 Seminole Pratt Whitney Road, West Palm
Beach, FL 33412. This training combines classroom lectures, panel discussions, and field exercises covering a
variety of wildlife and habitats. Field exercises will be held at nearby south Florida wildlands focusing on how
prescribed fire can improve and maintain valuable wildlife habitats.
